İ teaspoon Vanilla essence 
4 Large eggs 
 

Here's what you do: 
Mix together all the fruits and nuts and sprinkle with the sherry or brandy. Cover and 
leave for at least 1 hour, but preferably overnight. 
Sift together the flours and spices. Cream together the butter and sugar with the essences.
